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Cub Scouts:

 Adults and Siblings (varies by district):

Lincoln Heritage is the only district offering a To t Lot ; however, parents must be present at camp 
in order for siblings to attend. The fee for siblings is $10.00. This fee does not include a T-shirt. If you 
want a T-shirt for a sibling, there is an additional $10.00 fee required. 
 
Native Trails and Algonkian do not  have Tot Lots.

Location 
Old Ben Scout Reservation—our 270 acre wilderness preserve near Winslow, IN. 
 
Who can attend? 
All boys who will be entering the 1st - 5th grade in the fall of 2009 and who are accompanied by mom, dad, or 
a responsible “surrogate parent.” A one to one ratio of boy to adult is encouraged. A ratio of one adult for four 
Scouts is the maximum acceptable.  
 
What do I get to do? 
Swimming, Boating, Fishing, BB Gun & Archery shooting, and much more! 
 
A detailed schedule will be in your confirmation packet that will be mailed to your family after your Pack has 
registered for camp. 
 
Where will I camp?  
You will be assigned to one of ten campsites each equipped with washstand, latrine, tables, etc., but you will 
need to bring your own tent. 
 
What will I eat? 
Lots of tasty food in the camp dining center.  
 
What should I bring?
