Spicy Buffalo Popcorn
Please serve this popcorn with celery sticks and blue cheese dressing.

4 quarts freshly popped corn

1/3 cup butter, melted

1/4 cup vinegar-based hot sauce, such as Tabasco or Texas Pete
Makes 4 Quarts 1/4 teaspoon freshly ground black pepper

1/2 teaspoon salt

1 teaspoon sugar

1 teaspoon chili powder

Preheat the oven to 300 degree F. Line a baking sheet with foil or a silicone baking sheet and set aside.
Put the popcorn in a large, clean paper bag or a washable muslin bag. In a medium-size bowl, whisk to-
gether the butter, hot sauce, pepper, salt, sugar, and chili powder. Drizzle the mixture over the popcorn,

fold over the top of the bag, and shake until the popcorn is coated and moist.

Spread the popcorn evenly over the baking sheet and bake until the popcorn is dry, 5 to 7 minutes.
