What's In The Box???

Nut ‘n’ Honey Mix

Sweet, sticky popcorn and salty peanuts are a perfect match. The combination of the honey and the nuts
is, well, just fabulous. Nut'n left to say!

4 quarts freshly popped corn

1/3 cup butter, melted

1 tablespoon honey

1/4 teaspoon vanilla extract

3/4 cups honey-roasted peanuts, coarsely chopped
1/4 teaspoon salt

2 tablespoons sugar

MAKES 4 QUARTS
Preheat the oven to 300 degrees. Line a baking sheet with foil or a silicone baking sheet and set aside.

Put the popcorn in a large, clean paper bag or a washable muslin bag. In a small bowl, whisk together the
butter, honey, and vanilla. Drizzle the butter mixture over the popcorn, fold over the top of the bag, and
shake until the popcorn is coated and moist. Add the peanuts and salt, fold over the top of the bag, and
shake a few times to coat.

Spread the popcorn evenly over the baking sheet and bake until the popcorn is dry, 7 to 10 minutes. Re-
move the baking sheet from the oven and immediately sprinkle the sugar evenly over the popcorn; stir gen-
tly to coat.
