Chocolate—Peanut Butter Popcorn Balls 
You’ll love these chocolate popcorn balls with a delicious dollop of peanut butter filling. 
 
   4 quarts freshly popped corn 
   1 cup granulated sugar 
   1 cup light corn syrup 
   3 ounces chocolate or chocolate fudge instant pudding mix 
     Makes 34   1/2 cup butter, at room temperature 
     Popcorn balls   1 cup creamy peanut butter 
   2 cups confectioners’ sugar 
   1 teaspoon vanilla extract 
   1/4 cup heavy cream 
 
· Put the popcorn in a large bowl.  Line a baking sheet with waxed paper or a silicone baking sheet and 

set aside. 
 
· Combine the granulated sugar, corn syrup, and pudding mix in a medium-size saucepan and bring to a 

boil, stirring occasionally.  Remove the pan from heat and put the sugar mixture over the popcorn.  Stir 
with a wooden spoon until the popcorn is coated.  With buttered hands, shape the popcorn into golf ball
-size servings, place on the baking sheet, and use your thumb to make an indentation in the center of 
each ball.  Allow to cool on the baking sheet.   

 
· To make the peanut butter filling, in a medium-size bowl, cream the butter and peanut butter together.  

Add one third of the confectioners’ sugar and mix well to incorporate.  Add the vanilla and half of the 
cream, blend thoroughly. Add another third of the confectioners’ sugar and mix well.  Add the remain-
ing cream and blend  thoroughly.  Slowly add the remaining confectioners’ sugar until the desired con-
sistency is reached.  If the filling is too loose, add more sugar; if it is too hard, add more cream. 

 
· Spoon about 1 tablespoon of the peanut butter filling into each popcorn ball indentation and serve.
